Also include one personal experience from a group member’s life as evidence. The essay should be 5 paragraphs long, including an intro, 3 focused body paragraphs, and a conclusion in which you answer the question, “So what?”
The objectives of this essay are:

· To learn how to use and cite quotations and paraphrases in an essay. 

· To practice using correct grammar and punctuation, focusing on commas and avoiding sentence fragments.

· To write with clear organization and intent, using thesis statements and topic sentences to guide the reader.
